PANEL DISCUSSION – DESIGN/BUILD VERSUS PLAN AND SPE CIFICATION/BID 

 
Monday, October 3, 2005 

Dinner Meeting  
 
ABSTRACT:  
 

Facility owners and developers now have a wide array of choices for construction and 
renovation.  The traditional “Plan/Spec/Bid” process involves an architectural firm partnering 
with an engineering firm working directly with the owner/developer.  Construction drawings 
and project specifications are produced and the project put out to bid.  The most common 
alternative to “Plan/Spec/Bid” is “Design/Build” in which the owner hires a contractor directly 
whose scope of services includes design and construction.  There are advantages to both 
approaches and this discussion promises to be interesting and informative.  Is one more cost 
effective than the other?  Which is faster?  Are there quality differences?
